2. 
Entry fees 
£12.50 for Dressage only classes (eg Class 6) for HHSC members

£15 for Dressage only classes (E.G. Class 6) for all other entrants
    
£20 for Combined Training classes (E.G. Class 7)
    
£25 for Dressage class and Combined Training class provided at the same level 


(E.G. person is entering Classes 6 & 7)

£3.50 for Clear Round Show jumping

If you are entering the Dressage only class AND the Combined Training class then you will only need to perform the Dressage Test once and the score will be used for both classes
4. 
The Points available in each class are: 


1 point for entering the class;  


5 points for completing the Show Jumping round with no penalties 

3 points for completing the Show Jumping round with 4 penalties


Points are allocated to the Dressage scores as follows:

Less than 60 % - 0 points, 

60% – 61.99% - 1 point 

62% – 63.99% - 2 points

64% – 65.99% - 3 points

66% – 67.99% - 4 points

68% – 69.99% - 5 points

70% – 71.99% - 6 points

 
 72% – 73.99% - 7 points
 74% and above - 8 points
5. 
HHSC Members will get a joker on the points whereby they can pick one competition and get double points. This must be declared before the date of the competition. 


6. 
If you are a Holcombe Hunt Member (Riding or NRM) or a Subscriber (Full, 7 day, 3 day, Associate, Foot) or a paid up member of the Holcombe Hunt 100 Club then you are automatically a member of the Holcombe Hunt Supporters Club (HHSC). If you wish to join the annual subscription to HHSC is £10 pa.


7. 
The updated league results will be displayed at each competition. 


8. 
There is a Championship for each of the 10 classes based on number of points obtained per horse/rider combination within each class. Each champion will receive a rosette & prize to be presented at the ‘HHSC Presentation evening’ on Thursday 27th September at Wrightington Church Hall, Church Lane, Wrightington WN6 9SN
9. 
A Junior is a rider who is under 18 on the 30th April 2018.
Best Junior – the overall highest placed junior receives a prize at the Presentation Evening.


10. 
The Supreme Championship will be awarded to the horse/ rider combination that has obtained the most points across all 10 classes. For example, if the horse/rider combination has entered classes 8 & 9 then it will be the total of the points they have scored in both classes that goes towards the Supreme Championship. The winner will be presented with the ‘Perpetual Holcombe Hunt Supporters Club King Aelfred Trophy’ that is donated by James & Heather Hardy along with a rosette, sash and prize. Again these will be presented at the ‘HHSC Presentation evening’ to be held in September. 


11. 
A sash, rosette and prize will be awarded to Hunt member/horse combination that has the highest total of points across all classes. In this competition, a Hunt member is a rider who has ridden to hounds three or more times in the 2017 – 2018 season.

12. 
Championship winners (ie horse and rider combination) from previous years are not eligible to enter the same class in 2018.
